Although there tends to
be very little mention of the importance of yielding to God
(submitting to God, His will, and His ways) in general in-
structions concerning spiritual warfare, the fact remains:
We must yield to God—we must submit to God—we must
draw near to God if we intend to have success in resisting
the devil and the spiritual warfare he uses in his attempt to
gain opportunity in our lives.
