THE WORD, THE SEED, AND THE MIRACLE
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Good Evening

The word, the seed, and the miracle, are the an-
swer from the Lord for us, especially when we find our-
selves in dark places seeking healing from brokenness,
and power to advance beyond hindrances. It is the word
that will put out enemy missiles sent to harm us. Only
God’s word can pull down every other word that prevents
our right of passage through this darkness. It is the seed
of God within us that is able to break through the ground
of darkness and sin and restore to us this conviction:

Sin shall NOT be master over you. Then, God’s seed in
us can prevent us from following the way to destruction
by ignoring the conscience. And finally, it is the miracle
that crushes every demonic advance against us, leaving
us with full provision. However, to prepare ourselves for
this life-changing revelation—THE WORD, THE SEED,
AND THE MIRACLE, we must consider the conscience.
To ignore MATTERS OF THE CONSCIENCE is to remain
vulnerable to internal defeat (the defeat that causes us to
give up, in fear, when we face impossible odds).

MATTERS OF THE CONSCIENCE

The most important matter of the conscience lies
in the fact that we must learn to yield to its guidance
and accept the importance that God places on this mat-
ter. No disciple can move from weak faith to great faith
without dealing with matters of the conscience.
